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Assignment #8
1) Prepare a News Summary Blog Post. The post should be about a hot topic currently breaking in the news related to the industry your portfolio company is in. You are the journalist. This post is your "story." I don't need more than two pages. I need you to cover a news story, cite a news source, include an image, and properly document, footnote, and link.

There is no template. Use a Word document or an email or any other format you choose. Your News Summary Blog Post must contain the following:

* Cite at least one news story as a source, properly cited and footnoted.

(A good source for news stories is Google News http://news.google.com/
* Link to the source document you are citing.

* One brief quotation from the source document you are citing.

* Add an appropriate image from Flickr http://www.flickr.com/
* Proper copyright credit and link for the image.

Your report should contain entries for FIVE TOP BLOGS for your target audience. Resources to use for finding blogs include Technorati http://technorati.com/ (use the Blog Search at the top of the page), and Google Blog Search http://blogsearch.google.com/. Each entry in your report should contain the following elements:

- NAME OF BLOG

- Web Address of Blog (URL)

- Description of Blog. This may be copied from the blog itself. 

- Why is this blog important to your campaign?
